Passive sentences with two objects
When an active sentence contains two objects, we can write it in two ways:  

eg: Tim gave Lisa some flowers.
Some flowers were given to Lisa by Tim. or 
Lisa was given some flowers by Tim.
It is more common to begin the passive sentence with the indirect object of the active sentence

Eg: They gave me a book

I was given a book
